Some communities are ecumenical. This means 
they bring together the different denominations to 
focus on their shared values and bring unity to the 

Church. 

The differences are clear to see when 
exploring how they worship. Some focus on 

certain elements of The Trinity. 

There are slight differences in how the Churches 
understand the teachings and how they should live 

a Christian life; some are stricter than others. 

They all share the same basic beliefs; God the 
creator, Jesus Christ and the Holy Spirit. 

There is one worldwide Christian Church 
with many branches (denominations).

persons: 
God the Son 
God the Father 

God the Holy Spirit 

Different Denominations The Trinity 

This is a summary of what the Church 
teaches including the beliefs of Christians. 

Amazingly, thousands of years later, 
the Creed is still used by Christians 
today to show what they believe. 

It includes the teachings of Jesus’ 
earliest followers (the disciples). 

Having a creed meant that people 
couldn’t cause trouble by teaching 
things that went against what Jesus 

himself had said. 

The Apostle’s Creed 

Creed comes from the Latin word 
credo which means ‘I believe and 

trust. 

Christians believe that saying the 
creed unifies them with Christians past 

and present.
